These themes form the core of the Galway City Intercultural Strategy:

Promoting an Intercultural City:
 

A City that actively seeks to enhance intercultural dialogue and interaction through encouraging and supporting social cohesion.

Living Together:

 

To create and support opportunities for cross-community interaction and participation in all aspects of social, economic political and community life.

Planning For Diversity:


To plan managing cultural diversity through the promotion and proofing of policy and service provision, ensuring access to services for all.

Rejecting Racism: 



To protect individuals and communities against racism and to promote awareness of Rights incombating racial conflict and tension locally.

Building an Intercultural Economy:


To support a diverse business community and diverse workforce.

Assessment:

· In assessing the applications the applicant group must demonstrate the relevance of their proposal to the Galway City Intercultural Strategy, and in particular to the 5 Themes outlined in the Strategy (available at www.galwaycity.ie) 

· Applicants are encouraged to develop programmes or actions that engage with people for a significant period of time e.g. - 10 week programme etc.

· Grants will not be awarded for occasional or “once-off” events such as musical performances, national day celebrations, religious celebrations or sports days etc.

· Applicants should demonstrate what other funding or resources have been sourced including cash, sponsorship or benefit – in – kind.

· Maximum grant available - €2500 per application

· To avail of the maximum grant the applicant proposal must exceed €5000 & matching funding must be available prior to drawdown.

· Applicants must have an active voluntary management committee with constitution and relevant insurance cover in place. These details should be included with the application form.
