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GALWAY CORPORATION (STORAGE, PRESENTATION AND COLLECTION OF WASTE) BYELAWS, 2000. 

Made pursuant to Section 35 of the Waste Management Act, 1996 and in accordance with Part VII of the Local Government Act, 1994.

These bye-laws were made by Galway City Council on 3rd April, 2000 and are set out hereunder.  They shall come into force on the 5th of June, 2000.  Galway Corporation will make arrangements for the collection of household waste within its functional area, thus complying with its obligations to manage waste under the provisions of the Waste Management Act.  Pursuant to Section 40 of the Local Government Act, 1994, a person who contravenes a provision of a bye-law shall be guilty of an offence and shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding £1,000.

DEFINITIONS.

Prescribed place in relation to any premises means

(a) a convenient place immediately outside the entrance to a premises but not in a position to cause an obstruction to users of the road way or pathway

(b) a particular location, close to or on a particular premises, as agreed with Galway Corporation.

Approved time means on such days and such hours of the day as may be fixed from time to time by the Corporation for the removal of domestic or commercial refuse from premises and notified to the occupiers of premises by the Corporation by public advertisement in a newspaper circulating in it’s functional area or by notice served on the occupier of premises by leaving such notice at or upon the premises.

Household waste means waste produced from within the curtilage of a building situated within the County Borough or self-contained part of a building situated within the County Borough used for the purposes of living accommodation and not for commercial gain.

Commercial waste means waste from premises used wholly or mainly for the purposes of a trade or business or for the purposes of sport, recreation, education, or entertainment, but does not include household, agricultural or industrial waste.

Approved bring site means a facility approved by Galway Corporation for acceptance of specified recyclable wastes.

Kerbside collection system means a source-separated household waste collection system approved by Galway Corporation.

STORAGE OF WASTE

1.1 All waste, stored on a premises, awaiting collection shall be kept out of sight of public place unless it is stored in a sealed bin.
2. TYPES OF WASTE, WHICH MAY BE COLLECTED FROM A PUBLIC PLACE. 

2.1 Only household waste and commercial waste insofar as it approximates to household waste may be collected from a public place.

2.2 Glass or aluminium and other wastes designated by Galway Corporation from time to time must be disposed of at the approved bring sites and shall not be presented for collection in the manner specified in Byelaw No.3, unless specifically provided for in a kerbside collection system.

2.3 All other waste must be presented for collection within the premises on which it occurs.

3. PRESENTATION OF WASTE FOR COLLECTION.

3.1 Waste presented for collection must be associated with premises situate in Galway County Borough.  Waste may only be presented for collection in a public place in either:

[A] A receptacle or receptacles approved by Galway Corporation for use in a Kerbside collection system, or

[B] Where there is no Kerbside collection system in operation, a sealed heavy-duty bag or bags weighing not more than 12 kilograms each, or in a wheeled bin that complies with pr EN 8401-1 and has a capacity not greater than 360 litres.  Wheeled bins must always comply with the current specification for wheeled bins as adopted by Galway Corporation and noticed to the public by way of advertisement placed in a newspaper circulating in the County Borough.  If a sealed bag is used, it may be stored in a refuse bin or in a wheeled bin and presented accordingly prior to collection.

3.2 Waste from a premises may only be presented for collection in a public place at approved times in relation to the same premises.

3.3 Waste form premises may only be presented for collection in a prescribed place in relation to a premises.

4. APPROVED TIMES FOR COLLECTION OF WASTE FROM A PUBLIC PLACE.

4.1 The Corporation will adopt a schedule of approved times for the collection of household waste for each area of the City.  The current schedule is set out in Section 6 of these Byelaws and applies on all days, including Bank Holidays.  

Notice of any amendment to the schedule will be published in a newspaper circulating in the County Borough not less than ten days before the amended schedule takes effect.  The schedule is also applicable to collection of commercial waste from premises outside the Central Commercial District.

4.2 A City Centre area and Salthill Central area will be defined for the purposes of these Byelaws and known as the Central Commercial District.  These areas are defined in Section 7 of these Byelaws.

4.3 Domestic waste may only be presented for collection once a week in a public place.

4.4 Premises, including households in the Central Commercial District, must present their waste after 12 midnight and must remove any wheeled bin or any uncollected waste from the public place before 9.30 a.m. the following day.

4.5 Waste for collection from a commercial premises in the City must not be presented in a public place other than at times approved under these Byelaws in relation to the premises.

4.6 In areas other than the Central Commercial District, waste may not be presented for collection before 6.00 a.m. on the day specified in the Schedule of Approved Times.

4.7 In areas other than the Central Commercial District, bins and any uncollected waste, must be removed from the public area within 12 hours after the approved collection time.

5. COLLECTION AND MOVEMENT OF WASTE.

5.1 A person may dispose of their own household or commercial waste at an approved waste disposal facility.

5.2 A person may dispose of household waste or commercial waste in so far as it approximates to household waste, through the approved collection system.

5.3 A person may only present waste in a public place for collection if all outstanding monies due by that person to the relevant waste collector have been paid.

6. SECHEDULE OF APPROVED TIMES – ADOPTED ON 6TH APRIL 2002

From 08.00 Hours on Monday:

Dyke Road, Lakewood Park, Castlelawn Heights, Ross Na Shee, Illanree Drive, Terryland,Coolough Road, Crestwood, Carraig Ban, Menlo, Monument Hill, Monument Road to Ballindooley Cross to  Headford Road roundabout (both sides of road), Tirellan Heights, Ballinfoile Park, Sceilig Ard, Sandyvale Lawn, Curalee, Brookdale, Barr Na Cluaina, Lus Leana, Cluainn Fada, Ballinfoile Mews.

All residents within the Electoral Districts of St. Nicholas, Nuns Island, Eyre Square, Lough Atalia and bounded by the following line:

Starting at Renmore Barracks along Renmore Road ( but not Renmore Road – collected Wednesday), left along Dublin Road (both sides of road) to Moneenageisha Roundabout towards Galway Shopping Centre Roundabout  (both sides of road) towards Newcastle to River Corrib, along the Corrib to the sea and back along the shore to Renmore Barracks.

All residents bounded by the following line:

Starting at Salmon Weir bridge, Earls Island and along University Road to University College Hospital (both sides of road), along Newcastle Road (but excluding residents on, and estates directly off Newcastle Road), St. Mary’s Road to Nile Lodge (both sides of road), along the Crescent, Sea Road, William Street West, Dominick Street (both sides of road) to O’Brien’s Bridge and along river bank to Salmon Weir Bridge.   

From 08.00 Hours on Tuesday:

Cooke’s Corner to Glenlo Abbey (both sides of road), Circular Road and all estates left and right including Bushypark Lawn, The Bailey, The Heath, Hybrasil Court and Carn Ard.  Inishannagh Park, Green View Heights, Cluainin, Gaelcarraig Park, Greenfields, Moyala Park, Ardilaun Road, Seamus Quirke Road, Inchigill Road, Snipe Lawn, Snipe Avenue, Distellery Road, Coogan Park, Camillaun Park, Clifton Park, Dangan Court, Dangan Heights, Dun Daingean, Tudor Lawn, Cherry Park, Hazel Park, Fairlands.

University Park, University Close, Newcastle Park, Newcastle Avenue, all of Shantalla, including Shantalla Road and Rahoon Road up to junction with Bishop O’Donnell Road, Oakwood Close, Spires Gardens, Shantalla Place, New Avenue, New Avenue Woods, Mount Pleasant Drive, Taylors Hill, Averard, The Nurseries, Hazelwood, Rosedale, Ardmore, 

St. Mary’s Terrace, St. Mary’s Avenue, St. Mary’s Park, Sherwood Avenue, Kylemore Park, Gleann Dara, Droim Chaoin, Highfield Park, Maunsells Road, Maunsells Park, Ard Na Coille, Rivendale, Aughnacurra, Chestnut Lane, Gortatleva, Ballagh Road, Barnacranny Hill, Carby Road, Corrib Park, Laurel Park, Belsize Court, Carraigh Laith, Corrach Bui, Cur Na Lus, Tulach Ard, Cnoc An Oir, Bun A Cnoic. 

From 08.00 Hours on Wednesday:

Ballyloughane Road west and all estates west of it to Renmore Road, (i.e. Lisbeglawn, Dun Na Mara), Renmore Road, (both sides, including Gurteen), Ballyloughane Village, Dublin Road to Corrib Great Southern Hotel Roundabout (right side of road), and Monivea Park. Monivea Road from Traffic lights at Crown Control to Ballybane Roundabout, Old Mervue, Michael Collins Road East, Walter Macken Road, Walter Macken Place, St. James Road, St. James Crescent, Bayview Rise, Bayview Heights, Ard Aoibhinn Drive, Meadow Grove, Heather Grove, Hillside Park.

Starting at Silver Strand, along the County Borough Boundary to the intersection of the Leitriff Road, along the Leitriff Road to the intersection with Bishop O’Donnell Road, (excluding Bun A Cnoic, Cnoic An Oir, Tulach Ard, Cur Na Lus, Corrach Bui), along Bishop O’Donnell Road, (excluding Gleann Dara and Drom Chaoin), Cuan Glas, and through to Threadneedle Road to the sea shore, and along the sea shore to Silver Strand, (but excluding residences on, and estates directly off Threadneedle Road), road between Leitriff Road and Ballagh Road. 

From 08.00 Hours on Friday:

Sandy Road, Tuam Road, Glenanail, Riverside, Ashbrook, Glenburren Park, Barr Aille, Twomileditch, Castlegar Road, Bothar Na Coiste, Ballindooley Cross, Parkmore, Castlegar, Ballybrit Cottages, Coolagh, Ballybane Rounabout to Ballybrit Roundabout, Glenavon Drive, Cluain Ard, Ballybrit Court, Ballybrit Heights, Racecourse Gardens, Racecourse Lawn, Lios Caisil, The Meadows, The Paddocks, An Luscan, Doughiska Road, St. Nicholas Park, Tuar Uisce, Fearann Ri, Garran Ard, Roscam Park, Merlin Park Lane, Old Dublin Road, Rosshill, Roscam, Curragreen to Boundary.

Ballyloughane Road East, Murrough, Seagrove, Tearmann Eala, Woodheaven, Lurgan Park, Gleann Rua, Geata Na Mara, Belmont, Castle Park, Gleann Bhan, Sliabh Rua, Gortcam, Cnoc na Coille, Ballybane Road East, Rockland Avenue, Old Ballybane Road, Rahylin Glebe, Lios Na Run, Clareview Poark, An Culan, Fana Glas, Beal Srutha, Rian Luchra.

Monivea Road (from Moneenaghisa Roundabout to traffic lights at Crown Control), The Village, Cul Ard, Wellpark Grove, Tara Grove, Michael Collins Road West, Quinn Terrace, Quinn Place, Loughnane Terrace, Loughnane Place, Cardinal Cushing Road, Glenina Heights, Walter Macken Place.

7. CENRTRAL COMMERCIAL DISTRICT.

7.1
The Central Commercial District is an area enclosed by the following itinerary:

Starting at Wolfe Tone Bridge, proceed along Raven Terrace and then along Lower Dominick Street, to O’Brien’s Bridge, then along the river bank to Steamers Quay, then to Headford Road, Walshe’s Terrace and proceed to Bothar na mBan, then to Prospect Hill and along Prospect Hill to Bothar Brendan Ui hEithir, then to Forster Street, and through The Fairgreen, Bothar Na Long to Lough Atalia Road, then to Dock Road and along Dock Street to Long Walk, then to Lower Merchants Road and Spanish Parade and finishing at Wolfe Tone Bridge.

7.2
The following streets are also included:

Upper Dominick Street, including Pump Lane and Burkes Lane,  William Street West, and Sea Road as far as the Jesuit Church.

7.3
An area in Salthill is included as follows: 

The main Salthill Road from The Warwick Hotel westward to the Salthill Roundabout.
