1. Meter

1.1
Kent Helix 4000 watermeter, or similar approved loggerable meter;

To be installed to manufacturer’s requirements (i.e. specified straight clearance upstream and downstream, etc.);

Sluice valves, sized to suit diameter of watermain, to be located upstream and downstream of meter chamber on watermain.  Valve chambers to be constructed as per Figure 4.1 of “Recommendations for Site Development Works for Housing Areas”, published by the DoEHLG.

2.1 1200mm x 600mm chamber to be constructed as follows:
