The Bike Week programme also features Off the Beaten Track a four-hour leisurely guided heritage cycle of Galway City, which takes place on Sunday June 20, with organisers Galway City Community Forum advising participants to bring a packed lunch, while enjoying the scenic stops through the rural landscape journey of the City.
