Waste Facility Permits & Certificates of registration

Under section 39 of the Waste Management Acts, 1996 - 2007, large scale waste facilities must have a waste licence from the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). A number of activities are exempt and instead require a waste facility permit issued by a local authority. Waste facility permits are issued for smaller waste management facilities such as recycling sorting centres, car dismantling facilities and also for the filling of sites using soil and construction and demolition waste. 

The Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government has recently introduced new waste permitting regulations, namely the Waste Management (Facility Permit and Registration) Regulations, S.I. No. 821 of 2007 and Waste Management (Facility Permit and Registration) (Amendement) Regulations, S.I. No. 86 of 2008.  The Regulations, which came into effect on 1st June 2008, amend and replace the Waste Management (Permit) Regulations, S.I. 165 of 1998. They set out requirements governing the issueing of Permits and Certificates of Registration by Local Authorities of waste facility activities. 

The purpose of the Regulations is to facilitate recovery activities to the greatest extent practicable while ensuring enviromental protection. They also reduce the administrative and cost burdens of applicants for certain smaller waste recovery operations.

The regulations set out the classes of activities subject to Waste Facility Permit or a Certificate of Registration.

In order to make an application for a Waste Permit, the following must be submitted:

Waste Permit Check List

1. Completed application form

2. Copy of newspaper advertisement

3. Copy of Site Notice

4. Site Plan outlined in red, showing location of site notice, emission points and sampling points

5. Location Map

6. Application Fee, as set out in the regulations.

The application and all associated information are available for inspection at the offices of the Environment Section, Galway City Council. Any person can make a written submission in relation to a waste permit application, within the timeframes as set out in the regulations.  Galway City Council must allow 25 working days to elapse between the receipt of the application or additional information requested, and the grant or refusal of the permit.

Waste Collection Permits

The  Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government has recently introduced the Waste Management (Collection Permit) Regulations 2007 (S.I. 820 of 2007) as amended by the Waste Management (Collection Permit)(Amendment) Regulations 2008 (S.I. 87 of 2008).  Under these regulations, a person running a waste collection business must apply and receive a waste collection permit from the relevant local authority.  

The Regulations, which came into effect on 1st June 2008 amend and replace the Waste Management (Collection Permit) Regulations S.I. 402 of 2001. They set out requirements for making a permit application. They also define public consultation requirements and how the Local Authority deals with the various aspects of the application and any submissions made. 

The primary purpose of these Regulations is to place controls on waste activities for the purposes of environmental protection and to facilitate the implementation of, and achievement of relevant objectives in, waste management plans.

All those involved in the production, collection, movement and acceptance of waste should be aware of the provisions of these regulations. 

Producers of waste may only give waste to collectors who are suitably permitted. Those who collect may only do so if they have secured the proper permits required for that purpose. Those who accept waste can only do so if the person transferring the waste to them is authorised to do so.

Mayo County Council is the lead authority for the issuing of waste collection permits in the Connaught area, and deals with the administration of the regulations on behalf of the six Connaught Waste Authorities (Galway County Council, Galway City Council, Leitrim County Council, Roscommon County Council, Sligo County Council, and Mayo County Council).
