Bye-Laws 2005
Galway City Council (hereinafter referred to as “the Council”) in exercise of the powers conferred on them by Section 101 of the Road Traffic Act 1961 as amended and Section 65 of the Local Government Act 2001, hereby make the following bye-laws and provisions in relation to the use and operations of car parks provided by them.

1. These Bye-Laws shall be known as Galway City Council Car Park Bye-Laws 2005.

2.   The Galway City Council Car Park Bye-Laws 2003 and the Galway City Council Car Park (Amendment) Bye-Laws 2004 are revoked as and from the date of coming into effect of these bye-laws.

3.   In these Bye-Laws

“authorised person” means a person authorised in writing by the Council for the purposes of these Bye-Laws.

“car park” means a place (not being part of a public road) for the parking of mechanically propelled vehicles provided by the Council and specified in the Schedule to these Bye-Laws.

“Council” means Galway City Council.

“parking bay” means a space in a car park intended for the parking of one vehicle and so indicated by ground or other markings or signs.

“disabled persons parking bay” means a space in a car park intended for the parking of a vehicle the driver of which or a passenger in which is disabled and so indicated by ground or other markings or signs.

“disabled persons parking permit” means a Parking Permit for a person with a disability issued by the Irish Wheelchair Association or the Disabled Drivers Association.  A permit issued by state authorities is also recognised.

“valid disabled persons parking permit” means such a parking permit which has not expired.

“parking ticket” means a ticket issued by the Council by means of a pay and display ticket machine at a car park indicating the time, date and year of issue of the ticket and the expiry time.

“valid parking ticket” means a parking ticket for the period of parking permitted which has not expired.

“pay and display parking ticket machine” means a machine capable of automatically delivering a pay and display parking ticket when the appropriate parking fee is paid.

“vehicle” means a mechanically propelled vehicle having seating for not more than eight passengers.

4.   These Bye-Laws apply to car parks specified in the Schedule hereto.

5.   The fee for a parking ticket shall be determined by the Council from time to time.

6.   A person shall not use a car park for any purpose other than parking a vehicle except with the prior written approval of the Director of Services, Transportation and Infrastructure, and terms specified by the Director of Services.

7.   Apart from normal parking noise a person shall not create, generate or make noise or music at a car park.

8.   A person shall not play a radio loudly, or operate a loud speaker or offer tickets, goods or services for sale at a car park.

9.   A car park may not be used for overnight accommodation purposes whether by camper van, caravan, van, car or otherwise.

10.  Parking of buses and coaches with a seating capacity in excess of eight passengers in a car park is prohibited except where designated parking spaces are provided for such use and appropriate fee paid.

11.  The only vehicle permitted to park in a disabled space is a vehicle, the driver of which or the passenger in which is a person with a disability and who has a valid disabled person permit displayed.

12.  A vehicle shall not be parked in a car park except when fully within a parking bay. 

13.  (a)
Where a pay and display parking ticket machine is provided at a car park, a valid parking ticket shall be kept clearly exhibited in the interior of a vehicle parked there so that a person outside the vehicle can readily ascertain when it was issued and when it expires.

(b) Where a pay and display parking ticket has expired by over 15 minutes and not exceeding 1 hour, a vehicle may be clamped and a release fee of €20 will apply.

(c) Where a pay and display parking ticket has expired by over 1 hour, a vehicle may be clamped and a release fee of €80 will apply.

(d) Where no pay and display parking ticket is displayed, a vehicle may be clamped after 10 minutes and a release fee of €80 will apply.

(e) Where no parking is allowed, a vehicle may be clamped immediately and a release fee of €80 will apply.

14.  A valid disabled persons parking permit in the name of the driver or a passenger in a vehicle parked in a disabled persons parking bay shall be kept exhibited in the interior of the vehicle so that a person outside the vehicle can readily ascertain the issuing authority, the serial number and the date on which it expires.

15.  A person shall not damage or deface pay and display parking ticket machines.

16.  A person shall not insert coins in a pay and display ticket machine other than the coins of the currency and denomination shown on the machine.

17.   A person shall not discard anything in a car park.

18. A person using a car park shall comply with directions given  by an authorised person.

19. A person using a car park shall not obstruct, disturb or interfere with an authorised person in the discharge of his or her duties or the execution of any work being carried out at the car park by the Council or its agents or aid or incite another person to do so.

20. Any vehicle parked in a car park in contravention of any provision of these Bye-Laws may be clamped or towed away by the City Council or its agents.  Clamped vehicles will be released on payment of the appropriate fee.  Vehicles towed away and removed to storage by City Council or its agents will be deposed as detailed in Section 21.

21. If ownership of a vehicle removed by the Council from the car park pursuant to Bye-Law No. 20 is not claimed, proved and the removal and storage charges paid within fourteen days of the date of the removal of the vehicle from the car park, the Council shall notify the owner of the vehicle (in so far as his/her identity can be ascertained) by post or a notice published in a local newspaper of its intention to dispose of the vehicle.

22. The Council shall dispose of a vehicle the subject of a Notice under Bye-Law No. 21 in whatever manner it considers appropriate and the proceeds of such disposal shall be retained by the Council for use in the discharge of any of its functions.

23. A vehicle shall not be parked in a car park in a manner which causes or is likely in the opinion of an authorised person to cause damage to persons using the car park or in the opinion of an authorised person obstructs the entrance to or exit from a car park or free flow of traffic within a car park.

24. A vehicle shall not be driven within a car park in excess of a speed of ten miles per hour.

25. A vehicle shall not be driven in a car park contrary to the flow of traffic in the car park indicated by ground or other markings or signs.

26. Grace periods in relation to the display of parking tickets shall be as determined by the City Council from time to time.

27. The hours which paid Car Parking will operate will be from 8.30am to 6.30pm Monday to Saturday inclusive.

28. These Bye-Laws shall come into force on the 1st day of August, 2005.
