This notice is for the general information of residents and property owners in the Galway City area.

General Public/ Private Property

« When fed regularly by humans, gulls may develop a habit of harassing and stealing food from people (including
children) who are eating outdoors.

« Do not discard litter or food scraps in public areas or outside food outlets — this is also an offence for which you can
be fined by the Council.

« If you are using the beach, parks, playgrounds or other ameanities, please ensure that you dispose of your wasle in a
bin or take it home with you if bins are full or unavailable.

« Think of your neighbours and don't atiract gulls to your garden and vicinity by feeding them. It is not in the gull's best
interast to be eating our food. Their natural diet is based on shellfish and other small sea creatures, bird's aggs,
insects and earthworms. Too much human food is bad for them.

Businesses/ Non-Residential Properties

« When leaving out bins please ensure that they are not overloaded, are properly closed and that there is no food
scraps |left around the bins or the vicinity

All waste food should be disposed of in your brown bin.

Flease do nol leave any plastic bags out wilh binned waste. Gulls may rip the bags aparl in search of food.

If you have a food retail business, please ensure that you have adequate litter bins available and that these are
emptied regularly.

Ensura that any outdoor seating area is cleanad regularly and that food scraps are not left lying around
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Legal Status of Gulls
It is illegal to intentionally injure or kill a gull or take, damage or destroy an active nest or its contents.

All gulls and their acfive nests are protected in law by National and European Wildlife Legislation/Directives.

Galway City is home to several gull species, including the Lesser Black-bach
Gull, Great Black-backed Gull, Black-headed Gull and the Herring Gulls.

The most common gull in urban areas is the Herring Gull whose conservation
status is red listed in Ireland due to a large decline in breeding numbers.

Gulls Nesting on Roofs

Gulls nesting on roofs can cause problems including noise, mess, fouling on roofs, damage to buildings and so on.
Gulls usually return to the same territory each breeding season and a bonded pair will stay together for life.

If you wish to deter gulls from nasting on your roof, there are deterrent measures available from specialist contractors.,
